Finished artwork should be presented at the Pro Loco desk by 4pm on Friday 5th September. 

The work will be put on display in the pop-up bookshop from Tuesday 9th to Saturday 13th 

September, where the public will be invited to vote for their favourite piece of artwork.

Terms and conditions:  

• The competition is open to all excluding primary and secondary pupils. 

• To enter, on arrival you will be asked to complete the registration form. There is a £3 

entry fee.   

• Entrants will receive an entry number which will be attached to their finished artwork. 

We would prefer that you did not sign your work prior to display. If you do sign your 

artwork, please be aware that your name will be covered to keep all submissions 

anonymous.  

• Entrants must provide their own art materials, paper, canvas etc.   

• The artist may choose whichever medium they prefer bearing in mind the space 

available for display and within reason. We need to limit the maximum size of any 

artwork to approximately 1 metre in any one direction, including any frame. Other works 

of art (e.g., sculpture) need to be of a similar size or smaller.  If unsure, please speak to 

a member of the St Duthac Book and Arts Committee who will have final say.  

• Please submit your artwork in the form you wish it to be displayed (mounted/unmounted 

etc.).  

• Please note that The St Duthac Book and Art Group cannot be held responsible for 

damage or loss of artwork whilst displayed.     

• Each participant may only enter one piece into the competition.  

• All artworks will be displayed in the pop-up bookshop, Tain from the 9th to the 13th 

September 2025.    

• Please note the competition will only go ahead if there are 10 or more entrants. 

 

Competition – voting 

• Members of the public, including those who have entered the Pro Loco Event, will be 

invited to view and vote for their favourite artwork by ballot. 

• Official voting slips will be available. Only one voting form will be allowed per person and 

proxy votes are not allowed.  

• The winners will be announced at a presentation on Sunday 14th September, in the 

Collegiate Church, Tain from 2 – 2:30 pm.  

•  Artworks can be collected after the winners announcement or no later than Mon 15th
